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1. Cut on dotted lines, discarding shaded areas.
Do not cut solid lines!

2. Staple feet  behind body  approximately 1”
above point B.

3. Body - bend point A forward
until lines up with point B —
staple.

NOTE: For movable feet attach
feet to body with brad.
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
